This summer has
thankfully been uneventful on the severe weather
radar screen, with only a few strong storms and
no damaging tornadoes.

Just because we had a relatively
easy time of it this summer does not mean that
we shouldn’t continue refining our emergency
preparedness skills. One excellent opportunity
for doing so was the GOBA bicycle tour in late
June. Good practice of handling both routine lo-
gistical traffic as well as emergency traffic was
gained by all the ham participants.

Another chance to test these skills will occur
soon -- with the annual ARRL Simulated Emer-
gency Test (SET). This year, the SET will be held
on the weekend of October 7-8th. This event
works roughly as follows: an emergency
“scenario” is played out by the local EC, usually at
an unannounced time. The main object of the ex-
ercise is to see how many hams respond to the
call and how rapidly they can do so. We will have
one more newsletter before the SET takes place
and more details will be contained there. Never-
theless, it is a good idea for everyone to pencil in
the dates and to be prepared to monitor the re-
peater during the designated weekend.

A second opportunity for Club members to
spread goodwill and perhaps entice some new
hams into the hobby is the JOTA (see related arti-
cles on this page and page two). This will be a
chance to demonstrate how ham radio works in
every facet of the hobby to scouts who may be
marginally interested, but not yet converted.
