The K8TIH repeater has many functions that 
are both useful and informative.   Below is a brief 
summary of some the features that you may use 
as a WCARC club member. 

Telephone Functions: 

As a reminder you must follow all FCC regu-
lations regarding autopatch functions, which 
includes the condition that you must be physi-
cally located in the local call area to make an 
autopatch.  Also you must clearly identify your-
self at the conclusion of an autopatch. 

Manual Autopatch: 

• Type * then telephone number (without  un-
key ing  and  do  not  inc lude  a  7  in  your  
number).  The repeater will read back the 
number typed in before it makes the call. 

• Type # to hang up the phone.  Please remember 
to ID

• Type * alone to redial last number 

• Type *1 to extend the autopatch timer

• Type *3 to mute the "radio" side of the auto-
patch.

Speed dial: 

If you have a local Bowling Green telephone 
number, WCARC members may have up to 3 
speed dial numbers programmed into the repeat-
er.   To dial your number you need only enter a 
three digit code.

Signal Test: 
Did you ever wonder how you sound into the 

repeater?   Well since the club has installed a digi-
tal voice recorder (DVR) you can perform a talk-
back  test. 

1. Type 44 * and then unkey.
   
2. The repeater will say " Start Test"

3. Key up and then say something up to 30 sec-
onds in length, then unkey.

4. The repeater will beep twice and then echo 
back what you said. 

 
5. Remember to identify after using this feature.

ARRL Petitions for UHF 
Segment (from ARRL Bulletin)

The FCC has put the ARRL's petition seeking a 
primary amateur allocation at 2300 to 2305 MHz 
on public notice. It's been assigned a rule making 
number, RM-10165. Comments are due by Au-
gust 1. The League's petition, filed in May, also re-
quested that no commercial operations be intro-
duced in the band. The Amateur Service now is 
secondary at 2300-2305 MHz. There is no primary 
occupant.

Comments also are due August 1 on a com-
peting petition from AeroAstro Inc that seeks a 
new Miscellaneous Wireless Communication 
Service (MWCS) on the band and co-primary sta-
tus with the Amateur Service. AeroAstro has 
called on the FCC to grant its request "subject to 
technical rules calculated to minimize harmful in-
terference between the two services and to pro-
tect NASA's Deep Space Network," which oper-
ates below 2300 MHz.  Acknowledging the Aero-
Astro petition in its initial filing, the ARRL said it 
would impose "severe operating constraints on 
the Amateur Service" if the FCC were to grant it. 
The ARRL plans to file comments on the AeroAs-
tro petition as well as on its own. 

Last year, the ARRL opposed a petition seek-
ing to include 2300-2305 MHz in a list of potential 
bands sought by Microtrax for a personal location 
and monitoring service.  The ARRL has said that 
the segment 2300-2305 MHz is "of extreme impor-
tance to the Amateur Service, especially for weak-
signal communications and propagation research." 
The Amateur Service has primary allocations in 
this part of the spectrum at 2390-2400 MHz and 
2402-2417 MHz. The ARRL last year sought to 
have the segment 2400-2402 MHz elevated from 
secondary to primary, but the FCC has yet not 
acted on that request either. The AO-40 satellite 
has been successfully using that band for down-
link telemetry and transponder operation. Ama-
teur Radio weak-signal work is centered near 2304 
MHz.  In earlier proceedings, the ARRL has asked 
the FCC to create a primary amateur allocation in 
the 2300 to 2305 MHz segment and to maintain 
the secondary ham allocation in the 2305 to 2310-
MHz band. The ARRL has called sharing of the 
2305 to 2310 MHz segment with other services 
"distinctly problematic."The ARRL has said that its 
latest petition would be "consistent with the pro-
tection requirements for government and NASA 
operations immediately below 2300 MHz and the 
MWCS operation above 2305 MHz." ■
