These flares are made up of
highly energetic particles that make their way to
the Earth’s ionosphere after a few hours or even
days and disrupt the delicate electrical equilibrium
of the upper layers---the ones that provide multi-
hop propagation.

There is
mounting evidence that the current cycle did not
necessarily peak in late 2000 as had been previous-
ly thought. January, 2002, was a month of high
solar flux (and sunspot numbers). Some solar
physicists are predicting that this cycle may be a
rare “double peaked cycle” with two distinct maxi-

ma that occur about 1.5 years apart. If that is the
case, we may well be experiencing the second peak
right now, so keep looking for great propagation,
especially on 10 meters! [ |
