FCC PROPOSES WRC-
RELATED RULES CHANGES

from ARRL Bulletin---
The FCC has proposed changes to the Part 97 

Amateur Service rules as a result of actions taken 
at recent World Radiocommunication Conferenc-
es. In a Notice of Proposed Rule Making in ET-
Docket 02-16, released February 7, the FCC pro-
posed to delete Section 97.401(b) from the rules 
along with references to international footnote 
S.5120. 

Section 97.401(b) states that when normal 
communication systems are overloaded, dam-
aged or disrupted because of a natural disaster in 
an area not regulated by the FCC, a station pro-



viding "essential communication" and "facilitating 
relief actions" may only do so in accord with ITU 
Resolution 640, which, under S.5120, specified use 
of the 80, 75, 40, 30, 20 17, 15, 12 and 2-meter 
bands. Resolution 640 was eliminated at WRC-97, 
and S.5120 at WRC-2000. The FCC said US ama-
teurs can continue to communicate with foreign 
stations in disaster areas under Section 97.111(a)(1) 
and Section 97.101(c).

In a footnote,  the FCC pointed out that 
WRC-2000 deleted international footnote S.5124, 
which had allocated the band 3950 to 4000 kHz to 
the broadcasting service for domestic use in Cana-
da. "Once the Canadian Government has imple-
mented this allocation change, the band 3500-4000 
kHz will be allocated exclusively to the amateur 
service in Canada," the FCC said. ■
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Hacker Must Prove He De-
serves Renewal

A convicted computer hacker now has to face 

an FCC hearing if he wants to keep his ham radio 
license.  According to the FCC, Kevin Mitnick 
who is best known to the world as the hacker 
who admitted that he broke into a number of 
computer systems and stole proprietary software 
belonging to Motorola, Novell, Fujitsu, Sun Mi-
crosystems and other companies has applied for 
renewal of his Amateur license.  He has also ad-
mitted using a number of means to commit his 
crimes including social engineering, cloning cellu-
lar phones, and placing sniffer programs on a vic-
tim’s computer system.  Mittnick was sentenced 
to 46 months in Federal prison for August 9, 1999 
conviction.  He had previously been sentenced to 
22 monthis in prison for possessing cloned cellular 
phones after his arrest in North Carolina in 1995 
and for violating his supervised release that had 
been imposed after his conviction for unrelated 
computer fraud in 1989.  He is currently on pro-
bation following his release from prison in Janu-
ary, 2001.  In December, 1999, Mitnick, N6NHG, 
applied for renewal of his Amateur Radio station 
and his General Class operator license.

His license expired December 12, 1999.  The 
FCC put the application on hold pending further 
inquiry.  Now the agency has made public that it 
intends to challenge Mitnick’s right to hold an 
Amateur Radio license and has issued a Hearing 
Designation Order.  That means Mitnick has to 

prove to the government why it should renew his 
ticket. 

The FCC is challenging Mitnick’s renewal re-
quest on the grounds that his past criminal be-
havior raises a substantial and material questions 
as to whether Mitnick possesses what the FCC 
terms as the requisite character qualifications to 
remain a licensee.  The FCC says that in the con-
text of broadcasting licenses, it has long held that 
evidence of any conviction for misconduct consti-
tuting a felony will be considered as relevant to its 
evaluation of an applicant’s character.  It also says 
the broadcast character qualifications standards 
have been used as guidelines in the evaluation of 
non-broadcast licenses including those in the Am-
ateur service, and the courts have upheld the 
Commission’s right to do this.

The agency cites two recent cases ---Herbert L. 
Shoenbohm, ex-KV4FZ, and Leslie Brewer, who 
used to be KC4HAZ.  Brewer, also known as the 
Tampa Party Pirate lost his ticket because of his 
unlicensed broadcasting in the commercial FM 
band.  Schoenbohm lost his based on a fraud con-
viction of using an unauthorized telephone access 
device.

So the FCC has ordered that a hearing be held 
before an Administrative Law judge to determine 
the effect of the criminal convictions of Kevin Mit-
tnick on his qualifications to be a Commission li-
censee.  It also says that pursuant to provisions of 
the Communications Act, the burden will be on 
Mitnick, N6NHG, to provide proof that his license 
renewal application should be granted.  Mitnick 
was given 20 days from the mailing of the Hear-
ing Designation Order to file a response. ■
