sessment s.  " The FCC ef f or t s 
shoul d r emai n 
f ocused on pr ovi di ng br oad-
band t o t he home and not  f o-
cus on any speci f i c  
t echnol ogy, "  AMRAD asser t ed.  
 
AMRAD member  Fr ank Gent ges,  
K0BRA,  r ecent l y assi st ed 
ARRL Lab Super vi sor  
Ed Har e,  W1RFI ,  i n t he 
League' s ef f or t s t o assess 
t he i mpact  of  BPL on HF.  
Gent ges gave Har e a gui ded 
t our  of  " hot  nei ghbor hoods"  
i n Manassas,  
Vi r gi ni a,  wher e BPL i s un-
der goi ng f i el d t r i al s.  
 
Al t hough t he r epl y comment  
wi ndow cl osed August  20,  t he

NOI  was 4553 as of  August  29
