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Bylaws Change 
Proposed

A committee headed by Loren, 
W8PSK, has been hard at work to ad-
dress the question of lifetime membership 
eligibility to the Club.

The intended vote will be taken at 
the regular December meeting, to be held 
on Monday, December, 10, at the Sher-
iff’s Training Facility at Gypsy Lane and 
Dunbridge Roads, Bowling Green.  The 
meeting begins at 7:30 pm.  The text of the 
proposed amendment follows:

Section 2

MEMBERSHIP

New applications for membership shall be 
submitted at a regular meeting in writing 
using a standard membership application 
form. Each applicant must express his/her 
willingness to abide by the Constitution 
and bylaws and such rules as shall from 
time to time be promulgated by the Club.

LIFETIME MEMBERSHIPS

Lifetime memberships shall be available, 
to members in good standing, under one 
or more of the following three conditions:
 
1. Lifetime membership may be granted 
upon payment of 10 (ten) times the annual
