South Sudan--a new one
The Republic of South Sudan be-

came the 193rd member of the United 
Nations on July 14th.  It also became a 
new DXCC entity on the same date and 
was added to  CQ DX Awards Countries 
List as entity number 342.

Meantime, the latest news regarding 
the planned South Sudan operation by the 
combined DX Friends and Intrepid DX 
Groups is that the two groups were to meet 
in Cairo on July 21st.  On July 22nd, they 
planned to fly to Juba, which is the capital 
of the South Sudan. At this time on the 
23rd, they were to meet with the Ministry of 
Communications to amend licenses to 
whatever new I-T-U prefix is assigned to 
the South Sudan.  If all goes as the DX'ers 
hope, they expect to take to the airwaves 
sometime between July 23rd or as late as 
the 25th.  The operation will continue until

One Ham Killed, 
Another Seriously Injured 

in Tower Accident
from ARRL Letter

As a group of South Dakota hams 
were dismantling a 110 foot tower outside 
of Hot Springs on Saturday, July 16, a 
gust of wind toppled the final section, 
trapping two local hams underneath. Tim 
Anderson, K0OR, 54, and Tom Embree, 
NC0K, were transported to  Rapid City Re-
gional Hospital via helicopter, where An-
derson died of his injuries. Embree un-
derwent surgery on Sunday and is ex-
pected to have more on Wednesday; he 
remains in serious condition. Both are 
members of the Hot Springs Amateur Ra-
dio Club; Anderson was the clubʼs presi-
dent. Hot Springs is located about 57 
miles south of Rapid City.

According to Fall River County Emer-
gency Manager Frank Maynard, members 
of the Hot Springs ARC had taken down 
all but the final 30 foot section of the 
tower. As the ground crew was just begin-
ning to release the guy wires, a gust of 
wind blew the tower over with Anderson 
and Embree still on it. The tower then col-
lapsed on top of them.

Maynard said that the men were help-
ing the club take down the tower that was 
no longer in use. The towerʼs owner of-
fered the structure to the club and they 
were planning to move it to a new loca-
tion.  According to John Embree, his 
brother Tom -- a Vietnam Veteran who had 
just retired from a 25 year career in law 
enforcement -- was new to the area, “After
